Handy Tips

1. Before closing up for the week, spray ‘Lysol’ around
the cabin and under the canvas top. This keeps the
boat smelling fresh and the spiders away.

2. Keep ‘Bounce' in any drawers or cupboards on board,
it helps eliminate smell and dampness. This also
works well when storing the boat over the winter.

3. If you are serving canned food on the boat, an easy
way not to dirty dishesisto: open the can, peel off the
label and use the BBQ as your source of heat. Always
remember to stir the food and to use an oven mitt.

4. Use pink and green highlighters to highlight day
beacons on your strip charts. This makes them easier
to spot.

5. If you have a GPS, number your waypoints. Mark
your waypoint directly on your chart in pencil. Circle
the number to make it more visible.

6. Even if bilge is dry, add a few capfuls of bilge
cleaner. This will keep the bilge clean and smelling
fresh.

7. Cut the bottom off a 4-litre jug of windshield washer
fluid. This makes a great catch can when changing oil
and fuel filters.

Kid' s Corner

How to Make Your Own Compass

You can make a compass very similar to the kind that early
navigators used hundreds of years ago. To make your own
compass, gather thefollowing materials:

A thin, wire-like piece of steel, such as a sewing needle or
paper clip.

Something small that will float like a small piece of
styrofoam

A dish 20 — 30 cm in diameter, with about 2 cm of water in
the

bottom.

A magnet.

First, magnetize the thin piece of steel by rubbing it against the
magnet about 20 times. Be careful to always stroke the magnet in
the same direction with the needle. Then, place the float in the
middle of the dish of water, and center the magnetic wire on the
float. Be sure to have the dish of water on a steady table top. The
magnetized needle will turn until it points to the north.

Greek Pork Tenderloin Salad - Serves 4

1 Ib. pork tenderloin

1 tsp. fresh oregano

1 1/2 tsp. red wine vinegar

1 1/2 tsp. olive ail

1 garlic clove, crushed

1 (8 0z) carton fat-free yogurt

1 1/2 c. peeled, dliced cucumber, divided
1 thlsp. chopped fresh dill

Cooking spray

4 c. torn romaine lettuce

1/2 c. thinly dliced onion, into rings

1/2 c. radishes, thinly sliced

2 med. tomatoes, cut into 8 wedges

1 med. green pepper, cut crosswise, into 12 rings
8 ripe olives, pitted

2 thlsp. (1/2 0z.) crumbled feta cheese

2 tsp fresh mint

1. Trim fat from pork. Combine vinegar, oregano, oil and garlic
in ashalow dish; stir well. Add pork, turning to coat. Cover and
marinate in refrigerator for 30 min. turning occasionally

2. Put yogurt, 1/2 ¢ cucumber and dill in a food processor.
Process 10 sec. or until smooth. Set dressing aside.

3. Prepare grill. Remove pork from dish, reserving marinade.
Place pork on grill coated with cooking spray. Cover and grill
30 min. or until internal temperature reaches 160 degrees. Brush
periodically with the reserved marinade. Thinly slice pork and
set aside.

4. Place 1 c. lettuce on each of 4 plates, top each salad with 1/4
of pork. 1/4c. cucumber, 1/4 of onion, 2 thlsp. radishes, 4
tomato wedges. 3 bell pepper rings, and 2 olives. Sprinkle with
feta cheese and mint. Use approx. 6 tblsp. dressing over each
salad. Serve immediately.

and | secured dock lines. Determined by seniority, al the
children had clearly defined, and jealously protected docking
tasks. lan was very good at curling the excess lines into
Flemish coils, so this was his apprentice level endeavour. The
dock strollers aways paused a moment to admire his rather
unique work.

While tidying our lines | glanced offshore to see a small
boat in difficulty. It appeared to be snagged on the port hand
spar buoy near the far west end of the harbour. A single
hander was trying, with minimal success, to get free. His
small craft was very unstable, and the bow dipped
precariously as he stretched forward. So we rowed out to
offer help.

The wind had picked up considerably so he had decided it
best to drop anchor off shore. But the bottom here is boul der
strewn and the small anchor soon dragged. He was now
tangled in the spars mooring chain. Using our dingy and
reliable 2 horsepower Evinrude, we soon cleared his line and
towed him to a dock spot.

Later, lan and | took the traditional stroll up the dock, to
"check out the boats', and perhaps meet our new associate.
There sitting in his cockpit sipping tea, sat the grizzled
captain. So we paused to chat awhile. His craft appeared to
have spent much of its life pulled up in the bush. It was a
rather decrepit looking plywood sloop, about 16 feet from
stem to stern, and very obviously a homebuilt project, the
dream of some previous visionary sailor. On the transom was
a small vintage outboard. The rig and sails looked extremely
tired

He matched the looks of someone who had seen a lot of
frontier life of an earlier era. In fact, he related subsequently
that he had participated in several gold rush scenarios around
the world, including the Yukon and Calgoorlie Australia. As
he seemed to enjoy company, we struck up a conversation.

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Nautical Talk

Herearea couple of interesting ideas:

Problem:

Tying to shore is both convenient and quick. However, it opens
up opportunities for unwanted visitors — squirrels, mice, etc. —to
walk aboard your boat with relative ease.

Solution:

Carry alarge 15 inch diameter plastic collapsible funnel in your
bilge and fit it over the line tied to shore (open end towards
shore) about halfway along the line. Secure in place with two
small bits of rope knotted around the line to prevent the funnel
moving up or down the line. Unwelcome visitors will have a
difficult time negotiating the slippery plastic and often end up in
the drink.

Problem:

What to do when the clip or bracket on your fire extinguisher
breaks or won't stay latched.

Solution:

Head for the lumber yard, extinguisher in hand, and find a PCV
pipe that it'll fit into. Cut an appropriate length leaving one end
cut square (the bottom to be fitted with a ¥4" plywood bottom
inside the pipe and screwed into place) and the other end cut on
a 45 degree angle so the extinguisher handle is easily accessible.
Mount the tube to your bulkhead and dip the extinguisher
inside. The depth of the PVC holder prevents it from coming
out, the sides prevent it from rolling around and yet it is easily
removed and used without having to undo and fumble with a
“fricken-fradden-frustratin” clip.
